PURPOSE OF THE REFERENDUM 

 

The Chief and Councillors of the Pabineau First Nation (the Council) wish to 

designate a portion of the Pabineau Indian Reserve No.11 (the Reserve) to allow 

for these lands to be leased for general commercial and light industrial purposes 

(the Designation). 

 

The Council believes that a number of parcels of Reserve land are excellent 

prospects for general commercial and light industrial leasing.  Electors assent (a 

“Yes” vote) is required to designate these lands. 

    

LANDS TO BE DESIGNATED 

 

The lands proposed for designation for general commercial and light industrial 

leasing are: 

 

In the Province of New Brunswick, County of Gloucester within the Pabineau 

Indian Reserve No. 11, and being further identified as: 

 

Lot 132 as shown on Survey Plan No. 100146 consisting of 1.073 ha (2.65 acres)  

Lot 133 as shown on Survey Plan No. 100378 consisting of 11.996 ha (29.64 acres) 

A total of 13.069 hectares (32.29 acres) 

          (the Lands) 

PROPOSED LAND USE 

 



 

 

The purpose of the Designation is to allow the Lands to be leased for general 

commercial and light industrial purposes.  As well, easements, permits, rights-of-

way, and licenses and amendments of such interests which may be necessary may 

be granted to provide access and to develop the Lands. 

 

Activities that are NOT appropriate include heavy industrial uses or other 

environmentally hazardous operations. 

 

An index of clauses contained in the Department of Indian Affairs and Northern 

Development’s standard headlease is included in this package. 

 

RENT 

 

The rent for each and every lease will not be less than the market value or 

equivalent and the rent must be updated and reviewed at least once every five 

years after a lease is issued.  

 

An appraisal report setting the market value of the Lands and improvements was 

recently conducted by Altus Group Limited dated Feb 1, 2016 (the Appraisal 

Report) and provides the following information:

An executive summary of the Appraisal Report is enclosed with this information 

package, and the complete Appraisal Report is available upon request. 

 

The rent shown above would be the minimum rent that would be expected if a 

lease was entered into right away.  At the moment, however, proposed use of the 

Lands is still in the planning stages and there are no immediate leases planned.  A 

current appraisal report will be necessary before any lease is entered into. 

 

CONDITIONS OF THE REFERENDUM 

 

1. these Lands are to be leased at not less than market value or equivalent; 
 

2. the Designation will expire 99 years from the date of acceptance by the 
Minister; 

 

3. all leases must be approved by the Council; 
4. all or part of the Designation can be revoked only by a referendum 

pursuant to section 39(1)(b)(iii) of the Indian Act and the Indian 
Referendum Regulations at the request of the Council by Band Council 
Resolution, and subject to the acceptance by the Minister by Ministerial 
Order; 

 

5. the Designation can be amended to correct a clerical omission, mistake 
manifest error or other minor amendments all of which shall be 
determined by Canada, by Ministerial Order at the request of the Council 
by Band Council Resolution; and,  

 

6. all rent is to be paid to Canada and credited to the revenue account of the 
Pabineau First Nation. 

 

COUNCIL APPROVAL 



 

 

 

The Designation and any amendments will have a condition that any leases, 

easements, rights-of-way, licenses or amendments of them granted pursuant to 

the Designation must be consented to by the Council by Band Council Resolution.  

 

INFORMATION PACKAGE 

 

Information package for this Designation has been hand-delivered to each eligible 

on-reserve household and mailed to each eligible off-reserve elector for whom an 

address is known.   

 

The off-reserve package will contain a mail-in ballot that the off-reserve elector 

can fill out and return in the self-addressed return envelope provided.   

 

An on-reserve elector may also request a mail-in ballot, by contacting either 

Mirjana Vaclavik, the Electoral Officer at Indigenous and Northern Affairs Canada 

1-902-664-1124 or Susan Motty, the Deputy Electoral Officer at 1-506-548-9211. 

 

Together on-reserve electors and off-reserve electors are called Electors. 

 

INFORMATION MEETING  

 

An information meeting will be held at the Band Hall, 1290 Pabineau Falls Rd. on 

Wednesday April 19, 2017, where Electors will be informed and will be given an 

opportunity to ask questions.   

 

The meeting will start at 10:00 am and end at 12:00 pm (noon).    

 



 

 

The Council, and a representative from Indigenous and Northern Affairs Canada 

will be present at the information meeting to respond to questions after the 

presentation.   

  

ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENTS 

 

There are no immediate projects anticipated for the proposed designated areas 

outlined in this referendum.  This eliminates the requirement for an 

environmental assessment in accordance with the Canadian Environmental 

Assessment Act 2012 (CEAA 2012).  Prior to any lease being issued, each project 

will be assessed in accordance with CEAA 2012 and INAC’s Environmental Review 

Process. 

 

“Environmental Review Process” means the environmental review process 

developed by the Department of Indian Affairs and Northern Development, as it 

may be amended, revised, substituted or replaced from time to time. 

 

For greater certainty, any Environmental Review Process that is required to be 

conducted under a lease is required to be conducted under a process equivalent 

to the process contained in the CEAA 2012 whether or not CEAA 2012 has any 

application to a proposed activity; however, if CEAA 2012 does apply to a 

proposed activity then the environmental assessment of the proposed activity will 

be conducted in accordance with the provisions of CEAA 2012. 

 

An environmental site assessment was completed in 2013 by Acer Environmental 

Services Ltd. to determine the current environmental condition of the Lands (the 

ESA).  The ESA revealed potential areas of concern on both Lot 132 and  

Lot 133 which will be addressed prior to the issuance of any lease.  

 



 

 

Copies of the executive summary and site description of the ESA are included with 

this package and the complete ESA is available upon request. 

 

BENEFITS TO THE BAND MEMBERSHIP  

 

The Pabineau First Nation membership will benefit from the proposed 

Designation as it will allow for further development of businesses and facilities on 

the Reserve, thereby creating additional revenue through leasing the Lands.  The 

revenue collected will enable the Council to further develop our communities, by 

improving infrastructure on the Reserve and providing additional housing. 

The Pabineau First Nation members will continue to purchase goods, tax exempt, 

on the Reserve.  Employment opportunities on the Reserve will be enhanced, and 

income earned on the Reserve will continue to be tax exempt for status Indians. 

 

WHY LEASE?  

 

As reserve land is developed, people (or companies) that operate commercial or 

industrial ventures (such as stores, banks, hotels, gas stations, manufacturers or 

factories), may seek to lease a parcel of reserve land on which to locate their 

business.  In return for the lease compensation (rent), a person (or company) 

referred to as a “lessee” receives the right to use the land for a specific purpose 

and period of time subject to specific terms and conditions. 

 

In addition, reserve land is not subject to seizure and therefore cannot be pledged 

as security for loans or mortgages to financial institutions.  As a result, it is also 

becoming a common practice for First Nations who wish to acquire financing for 

major developments to pledge a leasehold interest as collateral.  When a First 

Nation forms a corporation which leases reserve land, a leasehold interest is 

created. 

 



 

 

Any lease on designated land is a legal agreement between Canada and the lessee 

(the person or company that has use of the land).  A lease grants exclusive use of 

the land to the lessee.  The lessee must pay enough rent to ensure a fair price for 

the use of the land.  Determination of rent is based on an appraisal report. 

 

Before any reserve land can be leased, it must first be “designated.”     

 

WHAT IS A LAND DESIGNATION?  

 

When a First Nation wants to lease reserve land, the Indian Act requires the 

reserve land to be designated for leasing.  A designation identifies an area of 

reserve land for a certain use or purpose (e.g. leasing) and for a certain period.  

 

A designation needs to include: 

1. Term (number of years) 
2. Purpose (what the designation is for) 
3. Land description (area of land) 
4. Any additional conditions required by the First Nation. 
 

Section 38(2) of the Indian Act allows a First Nation to designate, by way of 

surrender that is NOT ABSOLUTE, all or part of their reserve land. 

 

It is important to note that unlike reserve lands that are surrendered absolutely, 

land which is designated does not lose reserve status.  Once the land is 

designated for leasing, however, the land is no longer available for use by Council 

or by band members until the designation expires or is revoked.  The lessee is 

given use of the land for the term of the lease only.  The land is designated for a 

certain period and the term of the lease cannot be longer than the term of the 

designation.  If the lessee wants to lease the land again, and the term of the 

designation is over, the land will need to be designated again.  This requires 

another designation referendum. 



 

 

 

Probably the easiest way to think about designated land is that it is reserve land 

which has been identified and set aside for a specific purpose. In this respect it is 

similar to zoning. The land retains all of its underlying characteristics as reserve 

land, but has been identified or designated as land which would be used for 

leasing. 

THE REFERENDUM PROCESS 

 

A designation is conducted in accordance with the Indian Referendum Regulations 

rules and Sections 37 to 41 of the Indian Act.   There are specific procedures and 

requirements to ensure that Electors of the First Nation have the opportunity to 

vote on whether or not and how the land will be designated.  A designation can 

only occur if a majority of the electors of the First Nation who voted in the 

referendum vote in favour of the designation through a formal vote.   

 

Copies of the Indian Referendum Regulations and Indian Act are available upon 

request or at     www.laws.justice.ca . 

 

Before any vote on a designation, the electors must be given all of the facts 

related to the designation process and any project (lease) under consideration. It 

is very important that the electors understand everything about the designation.  

They should know the intended use of the land, and how much rent the lessee 

will pay to use the land before the land is designated and leased.  The electors 

should also understand what the designation and lease will mean for the future of 

the First Nation.  They have the right and opportunity to ask questions and get 

information about the designation and proposed projects so that they can make 

an informed decision regarding the acceptance or rejection of the designation.

WHAT DETERMINES A SUCCESSFUL REFERENDUM VOTE? 

 

The recent amendment to the Indian Act changed parts of the Designation 

process. 

 

One change is that a referendum vote now must be passed by a majority of the 

eligible electors, in a simple majority vote. 

 

If a majority of the electors who voted in the referendum vote in favour of the 

designation, it will pass.  On the other hand, if the majority of electors who voted 

in the referendum vote against the designation, it will fail. 

 

Please note that even if only a small number of all eligible electors vote in the 

referendum, the decision of a majority of those electors who voted may be 

deemed to reflect the decision of the First Nation. 

 

The other change is that the Council must then make a recommendation to the 

Minister as opposed to the Governor in Council to accept the designation. 

 

In 1999, the Supreme Court of Canada ruled that a band member does not have 

to be resident on reserve to vote in band council elections.  Accordingly, eligible 

off-reserve voters are now entitled to vote in designation referendums.

Irish apple currant cake with sticky toffee

Ingredients  

¶ 3/4 cup butter, at room temperature 

¶ 1 cup granulated sugar 

¶ 2 Ontario eggs 

¶ 1 cup plain yogurt 

¶ 2 tsp vanilla 

¶ 2 cups all-purpose flour 

¶ 2 tsp ground cinnamon 

¶ 1 tsp each baking powder and baking soda 

¶ 1/4 tsp salt 

¶ 3 cups peeled and coarsely chopped Ontario apples

¶ 1/3 cup each packed brown sugar and dried currants 

¶ 1/4 cup large flake oats  

 

Sauce 

¶ 2 tbsp cornstarch 

¶ 3/4 cup cold water 

¶ 2 tbsp butter 

¶ 1/2 cup packed brown sugar 

¶ 1/4 cup Ontario apple juice or whiskey 

  

Directions 

1 In large bowl, using electric mixer, beat together butter and sugar until fluffy. Beat in eggs, 

one at a time. Stir in yogurt and vanilla until smooth. 

 

2 In medium bowl, whisk together flour, cinnamon, baking powder, baking soda and salt. 

Using electric mixer, beat flour mixture into butter mixture. Stir in 2 cups of the chopped 

apples. Set aside. 

 

3 Filling  Combine remaining 1 cup chopped apples, brown sugar, currants and oats. Spread 

half of the batter in greased 10-inch springform pan; add half of the filling. Repeat layers. 

 

4 Bake in 350°F oven for 50 to 60 minutes or until golden and toothpick inserted in centre 

comes out clean. Cool on wire rack before removing sides of springform pan. 

 

5 Sauce In small bowl, whisk together cornstarch and water together until smooth. In small 

saucepan over medium-high heat, melt butter. Add cornstarch mixture to saucepan along with 

brown sugar and apple juice; whisking well. Bring to boil. Reduce heat and cook until 

slightly thickened, about 3 minutes, stirring constantly. 

 

6 Drizzle sauce over individual cake slices. Sauce can be served warm or cold. 

 

Tip: This cake freezes very well. 

 

Cooking Time: About 7 minutes 

Baking Time: 60 minutes 

Makes: 1 cake (16 slices)

Save the Bees!  
Bees are critical to food security (from Friends of the Earth Canada) 
foecanada.org  

Two-thirds of the food crops humans eat everyday require bees and other pollinators to 
successfully produce a crop. However, the health and productivity of honeybees, 
bumble bees, and other pollinators are in great peril, and populations are dwindling 
worldwide. 

Although honey bee losses have been linked to multiple factors, a strong and growing 
body of scientific evidence has shown that the use of neonicotinoid pesticides are a 
major contributing factor to bee decline. 

Nature designed distinct roles for each wild bee species to play in pollinating plants and 
we need them all. But theyôre up against big stresses like habitat loss, climate change, 
pesticides and diseases. 

A key example is the Rusty-patched bumble bee, once abundant in southern Ontario 
and now almost extinct and officially designated as endangered. Six more bees have 
declined to such an extent that scientists have advised the federal Minister of 
Environment to take steps to protect them. 

There are over 800 confirmed species of wild native bees in Canada with little proper 
monitoring. Few people can actually recognize wild bees even though there may be up 
to 50 species in a typical backyard.

important issue. The official website for Bring Back the Bees lists statistics to make 

consumers aware of the problem, such as the following: 

¶ 1 in 3 bites of food we eat is made possible by bees and other pollinators 
¶ 44% of bee colonies in the U.S. collapsed in 2016 
¶ More than two thirds of the worldôs crop species rely on pollinators 

And as part of the campaign, the company is committed to having its oat farms host 
around 3,300 acres of nectar- and pollen-rich wildflowers by 2020. The company has 
said the varieties it will use are full of the nutrients that bees and other pollinators need 
"to stay strong."ò
